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SUMMARY:




The trial court erred in granting under Civ.R. 12(B)(5) defendants’ motion to dismiss plaintiff’s complaint, when service of process on defendant corporation in the United Kingdom had been properly effectuated through Article 10(a) of the Hague Service Convention.  


The trial court did not err in dismissing under Civ.R. 12(B)(6) plaintiff’s claims against defendant for breach of the covenant of good faith and fair dealing, breach of contract, breach of public policy, and promissory estoppel, because, as to those claims, the complaint failed to state a claim upon which relief could be granted.  



The trial court erred in dismissing plaintiff’s claim against defendant corporation for age discrimination in its hiring practices, because plaintiff had pleaded sufficient facts for that claim to survive a motion to dismiss.
