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In Ohio, a plaintiff cannot make a claim for medical negligence premised on the failure of a child’s treating physician to seek a consultation with a child-abuse specialist, because medical-negligence claims arise within the context of a medical diagnosis, treatment, or procedure that the plaintiff previously received, and recognizing abuse by a third party and seeking a consultation with a child-abuse specialist does not fall within the scope of medical-negligence claims.
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
