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SUMMARY:





Where plaintiff homeowner injured her foot on a metal plate installed on her driveway by defendant contractor for a public utility provider, the trial court erred by granting summary judgment to the contractor in a negligence action on the basis of the open-and-obvious doctrine, because the contractor failed to demonstrate that it had the requisite property interest in the homeowner’s premises where it had created the hazardous condition to employ the defense.
