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SUMMARY:



Out-of-state cases relating to the First Amendment right to remain anonymous on the Internet did not apply in a defamation/invasion-of-privacy case, because no public forum was involved where the defendant allegedly sent an anonymous email to the plaintiff’s employer.




The defendant failed to meet his burden to show that providing his identifying information would be an undue burden, and therefore, the trial court did not err in denying in part his motion to quash a subpoena to his Internet provider, which related to the defendant’s name, mailing address, residential address, business address, email address, user name and phone numbers.
