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Zoning regulations are in derogation of the common law and must be strictly construed in favor of the land owner:  where the zoning code prohibits razor-wire “fences,” and “fence” is defined in the zoning code to include only yard structures, a razor-wire barrier on the roof of a building does not violate the code’s prohibition against razor-wire fences.
