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SUMMARY:

In an adoption-consent case under R.C. 3107.07(A), the probate court did not err in dismissing stepfather’s adoption petition where the juvenile court had ordered the natural father to pay no child support or zero child support, because that court order of support superseded any other duty of support “required by law,” and therefore the natural father could not fail without justifiable cause to provide maintenance and support of his minor child.  [But see DISSENT:  Where the juvenile court terminated child support, no support order existed, and the probate court had discretion to weigh the circumstances around which the natural father had failed to provide maintenance and support.]
