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SUMMARY:


The trial court did not err when it convicted individuals protesting the war in Iraq of criminal trespass:  the protestors’ moral objection to the war was, standing alone, insufficient to grant them a privilege to remain in the office of a United States Congressman more than two hours after it had been closed to the public. 





The defendants’ right to a public trial was not violated when the trial court excluded four members of the public from the courtroom due to fire-code regulations.  (State v. Jones [Dec. 17, 1999], 1st Dist. No. C-980294, followed.]
