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SUMMARY:





The domestic relations court lacked continuing jurisdiction to modify the custody of a child who was not a child of a marriage terminated by a divorce decree. 



In a change-in-circumstances inquiry for a custody modification, the domestic relations court may rely on facts that arose prior to the divorce decree, if those facts were unknown to the court at the time of the decree.  




The domestic relations court did not abuse its discretion when it terminated a mother’s status as the residential parent and legal custodian of her children and named the maternal grandmother as custodian.
