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SUMMARY:




The trial court did not err in upholding the decision of the Industrial Commission permitting the plaintiff to participate in the workers’ compensation fund for the substantial aggravation of a lumbar displacement and facet-joint osteoarthropathy:  the plaintiff presented the testimony of his treating chiropractor, who based his opinion of substantial aggravation on MRIs and other diagnostic tools, and the trial court’s decision to give greater weight to the chiropractor’s opinion than it gave to the defendant’s expert did not indicate that the court misapplied the standard for substantial aggravation under R.C. 4123.01(C)(4).



The testimony of the plaintiff’s expert was not inherently unreliable, where he consistently rendered the opinion that the plaintiff had suffered a substantial aggravation of a lumbar displacement and facet-joint osteoarthropathy:  although the expert’s initial written evaluation of the plaintiff’s condition did not explicitly include a “working diagnosis” of substantial aggravation, his opinion throughout the proceedings before the Industrial Commission and the trial court remained consistent.
