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SUMMARY:





The trial court’s decision denying the plaintiff the right to participate in the workers’ compensation fund for the additional conditions of lumbar radiculopathy at L4-5 and L5-S1 was against the manifest weight of the evidence, even though no allowance had been made in the claim for a “compressive pathology,” where the court had arbitrarily ignored uncontroverted expert testimony, based on the plaintiff’s history, the mechanism of the injury, the clinical examinations, and the medical records, including EMG and MCI findings, that the work-place injury had caused the additional conditions.  
JUDGMENT:
REVERSED AND CAUSE REMANDED
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
