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SUMMARY:




The probate court did not err in ordering the executor of a will to reimburse the estate for funds paid to creditors when the claims were presented nearly two years after the death of the decedent:  under R.C. 2117.06, claims must be presented within six months of the decedent’s death, and the executor’s knowledge of the claims within that period did not render the claims timely under the statute.




The trial court did not err in rejecting the executor’s assertion that presentation of a nursing home’s claim against the estate was excused as an expense for the decedent’s “last sickness”:  R.C. 2117.25 lists certain expenses that must be presented for payment, but the statute’s silence with respect to expenses for “last sickness” did not nullify the general requirement under R.C. 2117.06 that claims be presented within six months of death.




The executor did not demonstrate that the time limitations of R.C. 2117.06 deprived the decedent of her constitutional right to dispose of her property:  the legislature created the right to dispose of property by will and thus has the authority to regulate the exercise of that right.
