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SUMMARY:

The trial court did not err in granting summary judgment in favor of an insurance company on an independent salesperson’s claim for conversion of his “book of business,” which contained his clients’ accounts, where the record showed that the insurance company had lawfully come into possession of the accounts in question, and that the salesperson had never made a demand for the return of the accounts that the insurance company had refused.
The trial court did not err in granting summary judgment in favor of an insurance company on an independent salesperson’s claim for unjust enrichment where the record showed that the insurance company had not retained the salesperson’s clients’ accounts under circumstances where it would be unjust to do so without payment.
The trial court did not err in granting summary in favor of an insurance company on an independent salesperson’s claim that he was a third-party beneficiary of a contract between the insurance company and the insurance agency with which the salesperson had been associated because nothing in the contract showed that the salesperson was an intended beneficiary.

The trial court did not err in granting summary judgment in favor of an insurance company on an independent salesperson’s claim for tortious interference with business relationships where the salesperson failed to meet his burden to show that the company had induced or caused the salesperson’s clients not to continue their relationships with him.

The trial court did not err in granting summary judgment in favor of an insurance company on an independent salesperson’s claim for tortious interference with a contract where the record did not show that the insurance company had interfered with the contract between the salesperson and the licensed insurance agency with which he had been associated, or that any interference was improper.
