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SUMMARY:



The trial court erred in suppressing the results of two of the three field-sobriety tests administered to the defendant:  the court did not err in suppressing the results of the HGN test, because the state failed to demonstrate substantial compliance with the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration standards as to issues the defendant raised on cross-examination during the hearing on the defendant’s motion to suppress; however, in suppressing the results of the walk-and-turn and one-leg-stand tests the trial court improperly relied on evidence that was not raised by the defendant on cross-examination, and, with that evidence eliminated, the state met its burden to demonstrate substantial compliance on those two tests. 



The trial court erred when it found the arresting officer lacked probable cause to arrest the defendant because sufficient indicia of impairment existed to cause a prudent officer to conclude the defendant was impaired. 




The trial court erred in suppressing the defendant’s statements after arrest because the officers had probable cause to arrest, and the evidence supports the officer’s testimony that he properly Mirandized the defendant.
