The local matching shares for the following Round 24 SCIP/LTIP Projects are
recommended by the City Manager for funding in the City's Capital Improvement
Program:

STREET IMPROVEMENT PROJECTS

Madison Road — Brotherton Road to Ridge Avenue:
Safety and capacity improvements for Madison Road in Oakley. This project will
include improvements to the Madison/Ridge intersection which are associated
with the planned Kennedy Connector. In the vicinity of Brazee Street, new
pedestrian islands will be constructed to provide improved pedestrian safety.
(This is the second year of a twa year allocation; though approved last year, we
are still required to submit an application for Round 24 funding.)

Deficiencies: The existing paverent is in very poor condition, is extensively cracked. and resulls in a roush ride for

motorists using the Upper Deck and results in many complaints {(see attached copies of Customer Service Requests). The

cracks and potholes also allow water to penetrate the wearing surface and cause accelerated deterjoration of the structural

deck beneath. The existing expansion joints are in poor condition. Many have failed and some have sunken within the

paveinent. Most joinls have been torn or have split and allow water to penetrate the deck which has resulted and

continues to result in corrosion ang section loss at the existing structural steel and reinforced concrete members below

(see attached photographs). This has adversely affected the load-carrving capacity of the Upper Deck, The existing

downspouts are cracked and broken in several locations allowing drain water to run down the face of the piers, thereby
accelerating the deterioration of the piers. The existing overlay and expansion joints are over 30 vears old. Some of the
downspouts are of original gonstruction in 1932, while some were constructed at the same time as the existing overlay.
In 2009, a consultant employed by the City of Cincinnati performed a fracture critical inspection and prepared a list of

recommended maintenance items. Replacing the existing expansion joints was one of their primary recommendations.

Sohition: The project will provide complete joint reconstruction which will eliminate leakage therebv arresting further

corrosion of the structural steel members below. Replacing the wearing surface will improve the rideability of the Upper

Deck and improve safety. Replacing damaged portions of the downspout system will prevent storm drainage flow from

damaging the piers further.
