
We have submitted our Department Budget for 2010, and we are going in with a 
$2.1 million reduction in General Fund spending.  At this time the proposed budget 
does not include any layoffs, assuming that all of our staff is taking furloughs in 
2010.  We are in discussions with each of the three unions concerning this issue, as 
their cooperation is needed in this manner. 

As a result of this, our service levels and response times will be at a level below what 
we have provided in the past, and will continue to decline, until revenues are equal 
to or greater than the expenses in the General Fund.  The back log of Work Requests 
will continue to increase.  Management staff will determine which one needs to be 
done first, to ensure the on going operation of the facilities. Also, overtime will be 
held to the least amount needed in all facilities.

There will be a Department-wide meeting in November after the BOCC approves 
the 2010 Budget. At that time, I will share some more thoughts on where our 
Department is headed during this state-wide budget crisis, and do my best to answer 
any questions you may have.  You can either drop your questions to me by e-mail 
rwl@cms.hamilton-co.org, or a note in the inter-office mail.  I will try to answer all of 
the questions at that meeting.

Our Department was recognized in the September issue of BUILDINGS as a “Leader 
in Energy Management and Sustainability”.

Personal Holiday

Some items are not 
barcoded, some are hard to read, and the current labels do 
not read with the barcode scanners.  It is our hope that this 
new process will be quicker and more efficient for all parties 
involved.

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Safety News:
Facts about Swine Flu 
(H1N1)

What are the signs and symptoms of 
this virus in people?
The symptoms of 2009 H1N1 flu virus 
in people include fever, cough, sore 
throat, runny or stuffy nose, body 
aches, headache, chills and fatigue. A 
significant number of people who have 
been infected with this virus have also 
reported diarrhea and vomiting. Severe 
illnesses and death have occurred as a 
result of illnesses associated with this 
virus.

How severe is illness associated with 
2009 H1N1 flu virus?
Illness with the new H1N1 virus has 
ranged from mild to severe. While 
most people who have been sick have 
recovered without needing medical 
treatment, hospitalizations and deaths 
from infection with this virus have 
occurred.

In seasonal flu, certain people are at 
“high risk” of serious complications. 
This includes people 65 years and older, 
children younger than five years old, 
pregnant women, and people of any age 
with certain chronic medical conditions. 
About 70 percent of people who have 
been hospitalized with this 2009 H1N1 
virus have had one or more medical 
conditions previously recognized as 
placing people at “high risk” of serious 
seasonal flu-related complications. This 

includes pregnancy, diabetes, heart 
disease, asthma and kidney disease. 
One thing that appears to be different 
from seasonal influenza, is that adults 
older than 64 years do not yet appear 
to be at increased risk of 2009 H1N1-
related complications, thus far. CDC 
laboratory studies have shown that no 
children, and very few adults younger 
than 60 years old, have existing 
antibody to 2009 H1N1 flu virus; 
however, about one-third of adults older 
than 60 may have antibodies against 
this virus. It is unknown how much, if 
any, protection may be afforded against 
2009 H1N1 flu by any existing antibody.

Take these everyday steps to protect 
your health:
•	 Cover your nose and mouth with a 

tissue when you cough or sneeze. 
Throw the tissue in the trash after 
you use it. 

•	 Wash your hands often with soap 
and water, especially after you 
cough or sneeze. Alcohol-based 
hand cleaners are also effective. 

•	 Avoid touching your eyes, nose or 
mouth. Germs spread this way. 

•	 Try to avoid close contact with sick 
people. 

•	 If you are sick with flu-like illness, 
CDC recommends that you stay 
home for at least 24 hours after 
your fever is gone except to 
get medical care or for other 
necessities. (Your fever should be 
gone without the use of a fever-
reducing medicine.) Keep away from 
others as much as possible to keep 
from making others sick.

In children, emergency warning signs 
that need urgent medical attention 
include: 
•	 Fast breathing or trouble breathing 
•	 Bluish or gray skin color 
•	 Not drinking enough fluids 
•	 Severe or persistent vomiting 
•	 Not waking up or not interacting 
•	 Being so irritable that the child does 

not want to be held 
•	 Flu-like symptoms improve but then 

return with fever and worse cough 

In adults, emergency warning signs that 
need urgent medical attention include: 
•	 Difficulty breathing or shortness of 

breath 
•	 Pain or pressure in the chest or 

abdomen 
•	 Sudden dizziness 
•	 Confusion 
•	 Severe or persistent vomiting 
•	 Flu-like symptoms improve but then 

return with fever and worse cough 

Please check on the elderly in your 
communities daily! Their families may 
not be living in town, and they may not 
have anyone checking up on them. You 
could make the difference between life 
and death!

How long does the flu last, and what is 
the incubation period?
The Swine flu can last up to 7 days, 
and a person is contagious from 1 day 
before showing symptoms until they are 
fever free for 24 hours (without a fever 
reducer).  The incubation period is 2-7 
days, but typically appears in 3-4 days.

Shared Services with ARCHIBUS

We are 
planning to use the Emergency system 
for the H1N1 Anti-Viral and Vaccination 
Events in 2009.

Park District, for the use of our Archibus system, as well.  They have purchased Space 
Management, Furniture & Equipment Management, and Building Operations.

Flu Shot Schedule
Here are the dates and locations for flu shots.  If you are enrolled 
in the County’s insurance, remember to take your insurance 
card and consent form with you, as it will be free of charge.  
Dependants covered by the County provided insurance (who are 
18 and older) are also eligible for this program, children under 17 
must go to their primary care physician to receive the vaccine.
If you have declined County medical coverage, you may receive a flu shot for a $22 
co-pay, payable by cash or check at each location.

Ohio Traffic Law Changes
•	 If you find yourself driving in the rain, 

you should be aware of a new state 
traffic law that went into effect on July 
1: Drivers are now required to turn 
on their headlights when they use 
windshield wipers in the rain.  If you 
happen to forget, a law enforcement 
officer may stop you and give you a 
warning. However, violations of that 
provision won’t result in a ticket until 
2010. 

•	 Drivers who see a tow truck at the 
side of the road will need to move over 
or slow down, just as they must for 
stopped police or fire vehicles. The law 
carries fines of $300, plus court fees, for 
first-time violators. A second violation in 
a year carries a fine of $500.

•	 Effective October 7, 2009, there is a 
change in the Child Booster Seat Law 
in Ohio.  Children who are 4, 5, 6 or 
7 years old, who weigh more than 40 
pounds, and are less than 4’-9” tall, 
must be in a federally approved booster 
seat that works with a seat belt.
