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SUMMARY:

The trial court did not err when it granted plaintiff a default judgment as to liability, because the record demonstrates that a hearing on liability was held by the court and attended by the defendant.  [But see DISSENT:  The record does not demonstrate that the court held an oral hearing on the issue of liability as is required by Civ.R. 55(A) and Hamilton County Common Pleas Loc.R. 13(A).]
The trial court erred in adopting the magistrate’s decision as to damages where the record demonstrates that the defendant did not receive notice of the hearing on damages.
