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SUMMARY:


The trial court did not err in granting summary judgment in favor of defendants-landlords where plaintiff sought to recover for injuries resulting from a fall caused by a dog owned by landlords’ tenant, because the record did not show that the landlords harbored the dog within the meaning of R.C. 955.28.  



Landlords were not responsible for injuries caused by their tenant’s dog even though the tenant was their family member and there was no written lease, because the tenant retained exclusive possession and control of the premises.
