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SUMMARY:



In an appeal from an order that does not dispose of all claims against all parties to a civil action, a court of appeals has jurisdiction only if the order is “final” within the meaning of R.C. 2505.02 and meets the requirements of Civ.R. 54(B).




The trial court’s entry of summary judgment setting the priority of a mortgage lien was “final” under R.C. 2505.02, but the appeal from that entry was subject to dismissal for lack of jurisdiction, because the trial court did not include in the entry its Civ.R. 54(B) determination that there was no just reason for delay.  [Bank of America, N.A. v. Omega Design/Build Group, LLC, 1st Dist. Hamilton No. C-100018, 2011-Ohio-1650, overruled in part].
