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SUMMARY:

The appellate court has no jurisdiction to entertain appellant’s appeal of the trial court’s order compelling the release of allegedly privileged materials where appellant failed to demonstrate why an immediate appeal of the order, before final judgment was entered by the trial court resolving the entire case, was necessary to be afforded a meaningful or effective remedy. See Smith v. Chen, 142 Ohio St.3d 411, 2015-Ohio-1480, 31 N.E.3d 633.
