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SUMMARY:

The trial court did not err when it denied the defendant county park district’s motion for summary judgment, because the park district was not entitled to immunity where there existed issues of fact as to whether the employee driver was operating his snowplow negligently when he hit the plaintiff.
The trial court erred when it denied summary judgment for the park district’s employee, because the defendant employee was immune from liability where there was no evidence presented that he had acted recklessly.
