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SUMMARY:

Where plaintiff alleged that defendant’s negligence had caused an automobile accident, the trial court did not err in denying plaintiff’s motion for partial summary judgment on the basis of offensive collateral estoppel and determining that defendant’s conviction for making an improper left turn could not be used to prevent defendant from litigating the issue of liability in the negligence action, because defendant did not have the same incentive to defend the traffic-citation case as he would have to defend the negligence action, defenses were available to defendant in the negligence action that had not been available in the traffic case, and the negligence action was governed by different rules than those governing the traffic case.
