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SUMMARY:



The municipal court was not demonstrably without jurisdiction to revoke defendant’s community control: the appeals court must presume the regularity of the proceedings below, when defendant was a concurrent-supervision offender pursuant to R.C. 2951.022, and the record does not demonstrate that a longer sentence was imposed for his felony conviction.  



An assignment of error challenging the revocation of defendant’s community control and the imposition of a sentence of incarceration was moot, despite defendant’s motion to stay his sentence, because defendant had completed the sentence, and thus the appeals court could not provide him with any meaningful relief.
