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SUMMARY:


The trial court did not err in granting the parties a divorce based on wife’s amended counterclaim that the parties had lived separate and apart for one year without cohabitation; neither wife’s amended counterclaim nor the trial court’s entry had to echo the exact language of R.C. 3501.05(J).

Civ.R. 15(C) did not require that the factual allegations in wife’s amended counterclaim relate back to the date of the filing of her original counterclaim.
