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SUMMARY:

Juvenile court orders transferring legal custody from one parent to the other are immediately appealable under R.C. 2505.02(B)(2).
Where mother challenged the juvenile court’s order adopting the magistrate’s decision transferring legal custody from mother to father, but did not file a transcript of all the evidence submitted to the magistrate in support of her objections as required by Juv.R. 40(D)(3)(b)(iii), the juvenile court was limited to an examination of whether the magistrate had properly applied the law to his factual findings, and the appellate court is limited to determining if the juvenile court abused its discretion in applying the applicable law to the magistrate’s findings of fact.
Where, in entering its judgment, the juvenile court did not carry out its statutory obligation, under R.C. 3109.04(A)(1), to address “the right of the parent who is not the residential parent to have continuing contact,” the appellate court must remand the matter to the juvenile court.
