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SUMMARY:

The trial court did not err in denying defendant’s motion to dismiss the indictment:  defendant was not deprived of his constitutional right to a speedy trial even though the state’s inaction caused the post-accusation delay, because under the circumstances the state’s mere negligence did not outweigh the absence of some particularized trial prejudice.
