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SUMMARY:

The trial court did not abuse its discretion when it revoked defendant’s community control and imposed the suspended jail sentences where defendant not only failed to pay fines and court costs, but also failed to attend a corrective-thinking class, did not complete community service, and incurred new criminal charges.  

Defendant’s challenge to the trial court’s imposition of consecutive sentences is moot where defendant challenges only his sentences, and not his convictions, and has completed his sentences.
