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SUMMARY:






The trial court did not err in granting defendants-insurers’ motion for summary judgment:  no genuine issue of material fact existed on plaintiff’s breach-of-contract claim where, under the plain language of the insurance policy, the loss was not covered because neither the decedent nor her heirs qualified as an “insured” under the policy at the time the loss occurred; where the insurers had not breached the policy, the denial of coverage could not have been in bad faith; and plaintiff’s dismissal of defendant insurance agency barred a claim based on vicarious liability against defendants-insurers.
