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SUMMARY:

The trial court did not abuse its discretion in determining that no controversy remained and no meaningful relief could be granted to a rejected bidder on a contract to replace a scoreboard at a public university’s stadium, because the work on the project had been completed.

The trial court did not abuse its discretion in determining that no justiciable controversy existed in a declaratory-judgment action where the danger to the rejected bidder’s position was not present and was contingent upon the occurrence of future events.
