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SUMMARY:

Where the movement of the victims was substantial and where the restraint of the victims was longer than necessary to effectuate the offense of aggravated robbery, defendant’s conduct manifested a separate animus for the offense of kidnaping, and the trial court did not err in imposing a separate sentence for each offense.  

The trial court’s imposition of maximum sentences was not contrary to law where the sentences fell within the available sentencing ranges and where the record reflected that the court considered the purposes and principles of sentencing in R.C. 2929.11 and the factors in R.C. 2929.12.
