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SUMMARY:

The trial court did not err by denying a motion for sanctions under R.C. 2323.51(A)(2)(a)(ii) and Civ.R. 11 against a party for filing claims for fraudulent inducement, tortious interference with a contract, or civil conspiracy where the claims were not legally groundless.

The trial court did not abuse its discretion by denying a motion for sanctions under R.C. 2323.51(A)(2)(a)(i) and Civ.R. 11 where it determined that the parties against whom the motion had been filed had not engaged in frivolous conduct for an improper purpose.  [See CONCURRENCE:  Sanctions should not become the sine qua non of a lawsuit and overshadow the balance of the case.]
