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SUMMARY:

In an OVI case, the trial court did not abuse its discretion in denying defendant’s motion for a mistrial made after the jury disclosed that during its deliberations, it had mistakenly listened to a six-second portion of a video, which the court had instructed it to mute, that referenced defendant’s prior arrest for OVI where the court issued a curative instruction to the jury to disregard what it had heard on the video, the jury affirmatively stated on record that it had followed the court’s instruction, and the evidence of the defendant’s guilt was overwhelming.
