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SUMMARY:

The trial court’s judgment in favor of a commercial building owner against its tenant was not against the manifest weight of the evidence where the tenant breached the lease by failing to transfer a liquor permit to the owner at the termination of the parties’ lease as required under the lease’s clear and unambiguous terms.

The trial court did not err by concluding that a contract was not unconscionable where the party asserting unconscionability of the contract failed to prove that the contract was both procedurally and substantively unconscionable.
