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SUMMARY:






Where the trial court in a landlord-tenant dispute ruled in favor of each party on certain claims and awarded defendant tenant a net damage judgment, plaintiff landlord’s appeals from the court’s judgment must be dismissed as moot, because the judgment has been voluntarily satisfied where plaintiff failed to move to stay the execution of the judgment, and pursuant to the trial court’s order, the clerk of courts has disbursed funds held in escrow to defendant tenant.
