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SUMMARY:



The trial court erred in failing to award defendant jail-time credit for time spent in confinement stemming from a delinquency complaint before defendant was bound over to adult court where defendant had been confined for a reason related to the offense for which he was ultimately convicted and sentenced.




Defendant was not entitled to jail-time credit for the time he was confined under a previous delinquency complaint that arose from facts separate from those on which defendant’s conviction and sentence were based.
