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SUMMARY:

The juvenile court erred in holding a hearing and entering an order continuing the juvenile’s Tier I sex-offender classification on the juvenile’s R.C. 2152.85 motion for reclassification where the juvenile court had not conducted the mandatory R.C. 2152.84 completion-of-disposition hearing:  R.C. 2152.85 provides that the juvenile may file a R.C. 2152.85 declassification petition “not earlier than three years after the entry of the juvenile court judge’s order after the mandatory hearing conducted under section 2152.84”; therefore, the juvenile court had no authority to entertain the R.C. 2152.85 petition and it must be dismissed as premature.
