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SUMMARY:



Where the record shows that the juvenile court failed to consider the R.C. 2151.414(D)(1)(e) factors in determining the children’s best interest the court’s decision granting permanent custody of mother’s children to the Hamilton County Department of Job and Family Services must be reversed and the cause remanded for the court to properly consider those factors.
