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SUMMARY:

Where the evidence established that defendant received mail at the victim’s home, kept his clothing at the victim’s home, commuted to and from work from the victim’s home, and was present both when the victim went to bed and when she woke, the state presented sufficient evidence that the victim was a “family or household member” of defendant’s pursuant to R.C. 2919.25(F)(1)(a)(iii).  
Where the evidence established that defendant grabbed the victim’s neck with his hand and pushed her head into a mirror, resulting in a cut to the victim’s face that required stitches, the state presented sufficient evidence that defendant had acted knowingly, i.e., defendant had been aware that his acts were likely to cause the victim physical harm.
