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SUMMARY:  Where defendant was indicted on weapons charges based on firearms found in his automobile during a traffic stop for having an obstructed temporary license placard, the trial court did not err in granting defendant’s motion to suppress the weapons evidence, because no credible evidence existed which would cause an objectively reasonable police officer to conclude that defendant’s tinted license plate cover obstructed his temporary license placard in violation of R.C. 4503.21.
