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SUMMARY:

 




The trial court did not err in continuing to exercise jurisdiction over a foreclosure case while a case with the same defendant was pending in federal court where there was not a patent and unambiguous lack of jurisdiction.  
 
  
Defendant did not meet her burden on appeal to demonstrate error in the trial court’s judgment where she did not object to the magistrate’s decision regarding the alleged error and did not claim plain error.  

 
 
Defendant did not meet her burden on appeal to demonstrate error in the trial court’s judgment where the alleged error relies entirely on evidence outside the record on appeal.  

 
 
The trial court did not err in continuing to exercise jurisdiction over its final judgment where there was not a stay of execution of the judgment.
