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SUMMARY:






The trial court's decision denying plaintiff-employee's claim to participate in the workers' compensation fund for Depressive Disorder (NOS) employed an incorrect standard for dual causation, resulting in a judgment against the manifest weight of the evidence when the evidence showed that the employee's knee injury was a contributing factor to her depression and there was no evidence of any break in the causal chain between her knee injury and her depression
