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SUMMARY:
Where the victim later died from injuries inflicted by defendant, the trial court did not err in dismissing a murder indictment against defendant where, as part of a negotiated plea deal, defendant pled guilty to felonious assault, the state was aware of the gravity of the victim’s injuries at the time of defendant’s plea, and the state failed to reserve on the record at the plea hearing the right to prosecute defendant in the future should the victim die as a result of the injuries inflicted by defendant.
