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SUMMARY:



The trial court did not have subject matter jurisdiction to review the findings of the Citizen Complaint Authority (CCA) because its proceedings are not quasi-judicial.  However, the trial correctly dismissed Sergeant Lanter’s mandamus complaint, seeking to modify the CCA report, because there are no clear legal rights—or duties—requiring such action.
