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SUMMARY:
The juvenile court erred in granting permanent custody of the youngest child to the Hamilton County Department of Job and Family Services where its finding that the child could not be placed with either parent within a reasonable time and should not be placed with either parent was not supported by clear-and-convincing evidence, and none of the other conditions in R.C. 2151.414(B)(1) were satisfied.

The juvenile court erred in granting permanent custody of the remaining children to the Hamilton County Department of Job and Family Services where its holding that permanent custody was in the best interest of the children was not supported by clear-and-convincing evidence.
