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SUMMARY:



The trial court did not err in granting defendant hospital’s motion to dismiss the complaint in each respective case where: (1) each plaintiff’s negligent-credentialing and fraud claims were medical claims under R.C. 2305.113 and filed outside the four-year window of the statute of repose; (2) the doctrines of fraud and equitable estoppel have no application against R.C. 2305.113(C); and (3) proper dismissal of the time-barred claims established beyond doubt that plaintiffs would be unable to recover on spoliation-of-evidence claims.
