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SUMMARY:




Defendant’s conviction for domestic violence was based on sufficient evidence where the deputies responded to the victim’s home within minutes of the incident, the victim recounted the incident to deputies, and one of the responding deputies observed injuries to the victim. 

The testimony of the victim, a witness, and responding deputies was credible and trial court did not lose its way in determining that defendant had committed domestic violence.
