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SUMMARY:


The trial court did not err in its application of the substantial-aggravation standard by requiring evidence of the claimant’s “pre-injury reference point.”
The trial court’s determination that claimant’s expert testimony was insufficient to establish a preexisting condition was not against the manifest weight of the evidence.
