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SUMMARY:



Ohio’s capital sentencing statute did not violate defendant’s Sixth Amendment right to a jury trial, there were no irregularities in defendant’s sentencing hearing to warrant a new mitigation hearing where the trial court, prosecutor, and defense counsel accurately described the jury’s role under Ohio law.
