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SUMMARY:

The trial court did not err in determining that defendant insurer had a duty to defend the underlying action where the claims in the underlying complaint were arguably within the policy coverage. 
The trial court did not err in declining to award plaintiffs attorney fees where the suit was between the insurer and the insured and no determination had been made that the insurer acted in bad faith in refusing to defend the insured in the underlying action.
