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SUMMARY:
The juvenile court did not err in awarding permanent custody of the child to the Hamilton County Department of Job and Family Services where clear and convincing evidence supported the court’s decision.

Pursuant to the Interstate Compact for the Placement of Children, codified in R.C. 5103.20, where the receiving state does not approve the placement, the child shall not be placed.

Where the Kentucky Cabinet for Health and Family Services did not approve mother’s home for placement, the Ohio juvenile court could not place the child with mother in her Kentucky home.
