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SUMMARY:



The trial court properly denied a motion to suppress money that was found on the defendant after he was lawfully stopped for a traffic violation and placed into custody due to an open warrant. 



The trial court erred by denying a motion to suppress contraband found during a search of the vehicle the defendant had been operating before his arrest on an open warrant:  the search did not fall under the inventory-search exception to the warrant requirement because the state failed to demonstrate that the search was performed pursuant to the police department’s standard procedure for inventory searches of vehicles taken into custody for impoundment and was therefore “reasonable” under the Fourth Amendment where there was no evidence presented at the suppression hearing that the officer complied with the department’s restrictions on impoundments and inventory searches, including the provisions concerning the driver’s “right” to arrange for someone to remove the vehicle.
